Spring Rummage Sale Facts and Figures 
 

We previously announced that the fall rummage sale earned about $8,500 for Newburg.  This was the most earned from 
any sale in the past 4 years! 
 

Ten percent  of the profits was contributed to the current (operating) fund in addition to $200 for office and building ex-
penses. The balance ($7,450) will go toward the building  renovations that you can see happening right now. We thought 
you would be interested in some additional “facts and figures” about this sale. 
 

For the curious: 
· 60% of the total profit was earned at the Thursday night pre-sale (about the same as last spring) 
· 4.1% of the profit came from door admission fees at the presale (in the 61% figure) 
· about 175 adult customers came in the doors during the pre-sale (about the same as last spring) 
· the bake sale earned $367– 4.3% of the total profits! (Thank you to all of the Newburg bakers!!) 
· about 50 people, including a large contingent of our youth group, helped with move in on Sunday 
· many days there were about 30 people working to sort goods, including some non Newburg folks! 
· About 40 people helped with tear down, including many from the newly formed young adult group 

 

Thanks to everyone who turned out to help with move in, set up during the week, sale operation and tear down! If YOU 
weren’t able to help this time, plan to join us next spring.
