Luke 10: 1-20 is, for me, a guiding text for the church’s 
mission in the world. Here the gospel writer describes Jesus 
sending out 72 of his disciples two by two in all the towns 
and villages that Jesus planned to visit. Contemporary New 
Testament scholars argue that this method described in 
Luke was Jesus’ missional strategy. 
 

I think the Church is called to make it our missional strat-
egy today – engaging local communities and proclaiming 
the good news of God’s love in words and actions. 
  

I believe that Newburg is on the right path. Locally through 
our non-food pantry that has served close to 40 households 
in Livonia and through our long term partnership with Joy 
Southfield Health Clinic and Community Development 
Corporation work to revitalize the Joy-Southfield neighbor-
hoods. Nationally through our decades of service repairing 
homes in communities across Appalachia through ASP. 
And, now, globally through our fundraising for “Nothing 
But Nets” and our 2012 Haiti Team. 
  

In each case we, as a Christian community in Livonia, are 
connecting to communities locally, nationally, and glob-
ally; offering the love, peace, and hope of Christ.

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Each year Newburg support 6 projects through our 
Sunday morning loose change offerings.  Each of 
these projects is sponsored by the Ministry Jubilee 
program of the Detroit Annual Conference. They are 
considered to be crucial areas of mission and ministry 
for our local United Methodist Church that require the 
financial, volunteer, and spiritual support of all of our 
United Methodist congregations.

THE MISSION INTERN PROGRAM      
The Mission Intern Program has been a significant 
part of Michigan United Methodism’s response to 
the United Methodist’s Bishop’s Initiative on Chil-
dren and Poverty.  Mission Interns are mainly col-
lege-aged young adults that come from many differ-
ent congregations and include all races and cul-
tures. This program has a very strong track record 
of developing young people into leaders all through-
out the scope of ministry and "encourages the con-
stant development and transformation of leaders 
both clergy and laity."  
 

Newburg UMC has a strong tradition of young adult 
members serving as mission interns. Since the 
creation of the program Mike Mayo, Laura Evans, 
Paul Perez, Alex Oatley, Sarah Nadeau, John 
Nadeau, Ashley Kline, and Amy Perez have served 
as Mission Interns.  
 

2011 Internship sites included God’s Country Coop-
erative Parish, People's UMC, Port Huron UM, Sec-
ond Grace UMC, and West Branch UMC. It takes 
$2,500 to fund one mission intern for the summer.  
All of the Mission Intern Programs funding is raised 
through Ministry Jubilee offerings from Newburg 
and other churches. Please be generous!
